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A Study on the Information Literacy, Teacher-Librarianship,
and Collaborative Instruction
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ABSTRACT

Recent literature concerning the role of school library program reverberates with several themes :
information literacy, resource-based learning, and critical thinking. These themes emphasize the
changing role of the teacher-librarian, that is characterized as an instructional partnership between
teachers and teacher-librarian. However the perceptions and practices of professionals in the field
remain unknown. The purpose of this study is to compare the theoretical instructional role of design
and consultation with the instructional role perceived and practiced by teacher-librarian. The finding
of this study is that the extend to which teacher-librarian perform the instructional consultant role
is less than the extent to which they believe they should.
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
